Demonstration Tips

1.  Pick a subject that you are very familiar with, and a topic that can be easily shown in 4-6 minutes.  

2.  Make a list of the steps needed to make the item, or do what you are demonstrating.  

3.  Make a list of the materials, tools and supplies that are needed.  

4.  Find a creative way to introduce your topic.  A question is a great way.  For example “Do you like to rock climb?”  “Have you ever been ice fishing?”  

5.  Follow that with a short introduction.  “My name is John Doe, and today I am going to show you the steps for making your own tip ups for ice fishing.”  

6.  Briefly list the steps needed, or give an overview of what you are going to show them.  If you are short on time, you can make this part very short.  It’s especially helpful to have a poster listing the steps, and a separate one listing the necessary materials or supplies.  
7.  Tell them, and SHOW the materials needed.  “One of the first steps is to gather all your necessary materials.  You will need . . .”  
8.  Then proceed to tell them and show them, step by step, explaining and showing the process.  You may have to make some of the steps ahead of time, so you can show the half way done, and then completely done product.  
9.  Then, be sure to summarize.  “To review the steps. . .”

10.  Ask if they have any questions.  (There will be!)  Smile, repeat the question, and answer it.    Have fun!!!
